Steps in a Progressive Discipline Cycle

I. Provided that sound classroom management techniques, and instructional methodologies are employed, if a student clearly breaches expectations of behaviour:

1. Make a reasonable request regarding a school expectation.  Students are expected to comply immediately.

2. If the student continues to breach expectations, remove the student from the situation, with the intent following up and counseling the individual at a time convenient to you.  This can take place within the classroom at a time-out area or immediately outside the classroom, where the student can be supervised.  The idea is to conference with the student and get them back into the classroom as soon as possible.  At this stage the incident should be documented, and the student warned

3. Further breaches in the same day warrant a discipline referral.  Depending on the circumstances, you or I may:

· call parents

· assign detention

· send the student back to class

· meet with the teacher

· meet with parents

· document 

· suspend

· withdraw privileges

· assign community service

4. If there is a pattern of student misbehaviour, relevant stakeholders will meet to devise a behaviour plan.

5. In the judgment of the teacher, if any misbehaviour is deemed severe, referral to the office is warranted.
